Day 1

Day 2

Arrive at approx 9:30AM at the Wool Shed. The ritigarts from here at around
10.00am. It begins with riding through undulatingen pastures and there is the
opportunity to view some Snowy Mountains brumby sjakhich often have
mares with foals at foot.

The ride then continues through more dense wildsiredong scenic spurs and
through gullies brimming with wildlife such as pretaced wallabies, eastern
grey kangaroos and the odd echidna or wombat.

Following our Sheep Station creek north, the coubéicomes gradually steeper
until the ride drops down to an emerald green graksaring on the creek, where
lunch is scheduled.

After lunch, the ride continues to the base ofwastern mountain range. From
there, it is a relatively steep climb to the tofSolowy Wilderness. Once at the
top, it is a short ride to “Lake Bella Vista CamipeSwhich is the location of the
first night's camp. From the woolshed to the cangpghe ride will have travelled
over 400 vertical meters. The afternoon is veryegavith mountain gullies
filled with ferns and native flowers and plentywatd life including deer.

Arrival at the camp is usually 4:00PM and preparagifor the evening meal
including a large camp fire are well under way by support group. Hot water is
ready for the bush showers and tea/coffee, andwfke your favourite drink.

Day 2 is set aside to explore the top acreageeoptbperty and is a an easier
day’s riding. Firstly, the ride visits a panorartookout point called Rocky Top
Lookout , and at approximately 1350m, there isiléidnt view of the Snowy
Wilderness backyard and a view of things to contes View takes in Mt Carlisle,
Sheep Station Creek, Reedy Creek and Gully Creygaand 3 volcanic peaks
named the Tubbits.

From the lookout, the ride explores the sub-alpila¢éeau and 4 mobs of
brumbies including our Waler brumbies which welecated to Snowy
Wilderness 5 years ago. Waler brumbies are fronrmdéinth of Australia and hold
a unique position in Australia’s history as theg descended from horses of the

1% fleet and bred for Australia’s light horse cavalffey are magnificent to see
and you can get reasonably close to them

As the ride progresses, we visit the Snowy Wildssrteuffle acreage, yes we are
growing truffles just like France and Italy!!, agMvas sweeping views across the
top of Australia’s main range, which quite ofterslsmow on it. Landmarks that
can be seen here include Mt Kosciusko (Austrahligghest mountain at 2228m),
Ramshead Range, and Mt Perisher.

After this, the ride moves on to “Powers Hut”, tyali of wilderness huts found in
our national parks and constructed in the early0X0@Power’s hut is 103 years
old and the heritage of the Snowy Mountains iseéd in this building.

A lunch site is chosen and there is opportunitsetax and take in the majestic
surroundings.

After lunch, the ride sets off in search of thev&ilBrumby Mob. Led by a silver
grey Waler stallion, this mob has mares who areint shades of grey and can
be quite elusive, weaving through the grey snow tyees. The Silver Brumby is



a majestic horse and there is a series of childreodks in Australia called the
Silver Brumby.

Following this, the ride moves through slightlyaker bush to a vantage point
locally known as the “Devils Marbles”, another wenfdil lookout point over the
eastern parts of Snowy Wilderness. The ride folltdvesridge south to another
site called Glenview. From here, there is a shde home to the Lake Bella Vista
campsite.

After lunch the ride continues along Reedy Creak erentually comes to our
Reedy Creek Campsite where we have a brief rest fariour ascent of our Roller
Coaster valley. This is another beautiful sectibthe ride and the horses really
work for their keep. We continue to the top of audrange ridge to a
magnificent lookout that provides views over muélsnowy Wilderness.

From the lookout, we descend through rolling laagecto Sheep Station Creek
and finally into our homestead acreage where wd teeform our erstwhile
riders that they cannot take their favourite hdrsme with them!!
